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There are several immediate conclusions that can be drawn from the Sector Presence Analysis:

Table 7 (pages 25-30) details all of the 167 sectors in McKean County containing at least one employee. It is of note that 41 of the 167
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McKean County is somewhat exposed to the risks of significant unemployment that may occur through a major decline in one of its
primary employment sectors. The risk, however, is nowhere near as high as it has been in other communities such as Pittsburgh with steel
and Detroit with the automotive sector, since no single McKean County sector comprises more than 6.6% of total County employment.

A significant volume of employment is contained within sectors that are either governmental or non-profit in nature. State, local and
federal government operations, in conjunction with largely non-profit sectors (such as hospitals and social service organizations) account

for over 30% of the County jobs accounted for on Table 2-5.

Technology-oriented sectors and other “new economy” sectors are conspicuous by their absence from the leading employment sectors.

Clearly, in the short- to mid-term, employment and economic stability in McKean County depend on the maintenance of employment

levels in these leading employment sectors.

As Table 9 shows, there are a wide variety of industry sectors that have found Pennsylvania to be a suitable base of operations, but are not
employers in McKean County or the 9-county study region. Fifty-two these sectors that are not represented in the County yet they employ 2,500
or more workers and many are export oriented industries which, were they to be attracted to McKean County, would present large inflows of funds
to the economy and have substantial multiplier and supplier-sourcing effects. There are 22 sectors of the PA economy that employ more than
2,500 people that have no employment in the 9-county region. These sectors include:

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IV. Location Quotient Analysis

Location Quotient Analysis — A location quotient indicates which industry sectors have a comparatively higher, or lower, presence in the local
economy versus a reference economy (such as the national economy). In reading the output of a location quotient, any industry sector with a
quotient greater than 1.0 would be a sector with a comparatively higher concentration in the local economy versus the reference (national)

economy.

Location Quotients are one of the basic tools in industry targeting analysis and the identification of areas of industry clustering and specialization.
In performing the McKean County and 9-county regional analyses, Impact Economics applied the analysis to all sectors having at least 50 total
employees within the study areas. Table 10 presents the results of the location quotient analysis for McKean County, while Table 11 presents it

for the 9-county region.

Reference to these location quotients starts to create a picture of current areas of industry concentration areas in McKean County and the 9-county
region. In total, those specialized sectors (having a location quotient >=1.0 and more than 50 employees) account for 12,390 jobs in McKean

County (60.2% of total County employment which was 20,584 in 2004).

Taken together, these four cluster industries (“metal products”, “wood and wood products”, “healthcare”, and “glass products™) combined account
for 6,084 jobs in McKean County. This equates to almost 30% of all direct employment in the County centered on these industry clusters. It
should be noted that since these are predominantly manufacturing and basic industries, they will have a relatively high multiplier effect in terms of
indirect output and jobs being generated in other local sectors that depend on these clusters for business. As such considerably more jobs in the
County will be dependent on business volume generated by interactions with the five industry clusters.

Table 11 shows the same analysis performed on the 9-county region.

The location quotient analysis can be seen as starting to tell a story about what the 9-county region and McKean County are “good at” — industries
that have built up to a scale far beyond national norms as indicated by their high location quotients. The analysis tells us that the 9-county region

e Not overly dependent on the fortunes of any one economic sector

o Unlike many regions of the US, this is a region that retains key employment and economic output in manufacturing and associated
production industries

e Aneconomy which retains fundamental strengths in metals, metalworking and associated fabrication skills.

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An economy which benefits from the extraction of natural oil, gas and mineral resources and value-added conversion of some of these
materials.

An economy with a diverse range of additional manufacturing specialties including the manufacturing of machinery products, glass,
electrical products and automotive components.

An economy with some key knowledge-based industries, most notably in “research, development and testing” and in “healthcare”.

An economy which lacks major employment or specialization in the 21*-Century knowledge-driven industry clusters such as information
technology, biotechnology, and advanced knowledge-based services.
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V. Industry Growth Analysis

An industry sector may have a location quotient greater than 1.2, but also be experiencing declining employment levels. Because of this, an
analysis of location quotients alone may be misleading. The analyst needs to also understand which sectors are growing and declining, helping to
direct economic development retention and expansion services. To evaluate industry sector growth, Impact Economics LP acquired the data files
for the 9-county region and McKean County for two time periods, 2001 and 2004 (the most recent IMPLAN files available using a NAICS code
basis for both datasets). Total and percent employment growth is measured over these two time periods, to divide all sectors into growth and non-
growth industries.

Location quotients, examined in the previous chapter, are a key measure of the point in time status of an industry in an economy as “specialized”
or “non-specialized” (or basic and non-basic). A high location quotient indicates that an industry sector is a specialization of the region.
However, a high location quotient alone does not tell us whether the sector will grow or even remain stable in its employment. It is simply a
measure of current specialization versus the national reference economy — no more, no less. Further insight can be provided to the economic
analysis of the region and County by examining which sectors are growing and gaining employment, which are stagnant and which are
experiencing declines. Based on the availability of comparably structured datasets from IMPLAN, Impact Economics based our McKean County
and 9-County Regional industry growth analysis on employment change over a 4 year period, 2001 and 2004.

The industry growth analysis represents the third band on the Industry Targeting Analysis flow chart illustrated on page 7 and, as with the location
guotient analysis, the growth analysis was focused on those sectors of the regional and County economies that had >=50 employees in 2004.

Table 12 details all of the sectors with >=50 employees that experienced a growth in employment during the four-year time period of the analysis.
The data indicate that, in the 9-County region, these sectors gained a combined 16,631 jobs between 2001 and 2004, while in the County growth
sectors gained 2,289 jobs. The table is divided into two groups based on whether or not these sectors also had a location quotient greater than or
equal to one.

The sectors experiencing employment growth between 2001 and 2004 are interesting for their diversity and for their suggestions as to some of the

directions in which the regional and McKean County economies have been moving:

Employment growth has clearly come from a broad range of sectors within the 9-county region. Employment gains are evident in 125
individual IMPLAN categories, of which 65 are in areas where there were existing strengths (having location quotients higher than 1.0).
62 sectors with location quotients below 1.0 also experienced job growth. At the level of McKean County, the diversity is understandably
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less because the spatial area is smaller — however, the County still saw 70 sectors experiencing growth, divided equally between

specialized (LQ>=1.0) and non-specialized (LQ<1.0) sectors.

It is refreshing to note that many of the sectors increasing their employment are in manufacturing. This occurred at a time when
manufacturing employment has been declining overall in the national economy.

While the above sectors experienced employment growth between 2001 and 2004, many other sectors in the 9-county region and McKean County
saw job reductions. Table 13 details those sectors that experienced a decline in employment during the 2001-2004 time period. The data indicate
that these sectors lost a combined 40,014 jobs in the 9-county region during this time, while McKean County lost 5,390 jobs in these sectors.
When compared to the sectors experiencing jobs gains (which gained 16,631 jobs in the 9-county region), the net effect for the 9-county region
was a net loss of 23,383 jobs over the four years. Within McKean County the net effect was a loss of 3,101 jobs in the same time period (2,289

jobs gained in growth sectors minus 5,390 jobs lost in declining sectors).
